ASTOVE ATOLL

Astove Atoll has a rich but desolate history and has been the cause of countless
shipwrecks dating back to 1500 AC. It has been said that ships used to pass by
in the hope of rescuing and then enslaving abandoned souls on the island. It's
also a famous atoll because Jacques Cousteau filmed the acclaimed underwater
documentary The Silent World along the edge of the “Wall”.

The “Wall” of Astove is breathtakingly beautiful and is best described as looking
down into the Grand Canyon. It consists of the flat and reef dropping a vertical
90 degrees from ankle deep water to over 1000 metres over a short distance. The
“Wall” is still known as one of the best dive sights on this planet.

The terrain varies from hostile shore breaks on the windward side, to flat calm coral
flats on the outside and snow-white sand flats inside the lagoon. Its unique lagoon
system is home to countless aquatic and seabirds as well as the endemic Caspian
turn, dimorphic egret and red-tailed tropic bird along with a population of over 150
giant Aldabra tortoises.

GETTING THERE

The Seychelles is a four and a half hour flight
from Dubai, Abu Dhabi, and Doha which
all serve as a connecting hub for regular
international flights from Europe, the United
States, Africa and Asia.

There are direct flights to the Seychelles
from Paris, Bombay, Nairobi, Mauritius,
Antananarivo, Johannesburg, Addis Ababa,
Reunion, Colombo, Dar-Es-Salaam and
Frankfurt.

Astove Atoll is a three-hour flight from Mahé
(the main island of the Seychelles).

Scheduled flights depart and return to Mahé
each Monday.

Scheduled Flights depart from the IDC
Hangar, Pointe Larue, Mahé.

Flight times are subject to change. Please
make sure you confirm your correct flight
times with our reservations team.

Guests are expected to arrive in Mahé the
day before their trip as any delay on the day
of departure will certainly cause the trip to
be missed. It's as important for return flights
to be booked the next day after arriving back
in Mahé as any delays may cause guests to
miss their international flights.

The Alphonse Island reservations team will
assist with all return flight reservations
between Mahé and Astove at the time of
booking.

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Astove has become synonymous with the largest flats-caught GT's in
the Indian Ocean. Its shallow lagoon and small entrance, surrounded by
sheer drop-offs makes the experience truly unique.

This lagoon is a sanctuary for both juvenile and trophy-size fish that
feed on the shallow white sand flats that line the inside of the lagoon.

Astove is small and is surrounded by coral flats with deep drop-offs on
the flats edge allowing predators easy access.

Not only does Astove have large GT's but it also has an equally

impressive bonefish, permit, bluefin trevally, triggerfish, barracuda and
milkfish population. With the numbers of permit caught ever increasing
from season to season, if you are after achieving a “Grand Slam” this
should certainly be your destination of choice.

The offshore fishing starts metres from the edge of the flats where you
can test your tackle against species like yellowfin tuna, dogtooth tuna,
wahoo and sailfish. The variety of grouper and snapper that can be
caught while dredging adds a new dimension to the amount of species
you may tick off your list.

DAY 1

Your charter flight departs IDC Hangar, diverts to Alphonse and
lands on Astove three hours later. On arrival your group will be
transferred to the lodge where orientation and tackle set up
begins. After lunch you can start your fishing with an unguided
session on foot before sunset.

DAY 2-7

Breakfast is at 07h30, fishing begins at 08h30 and lunch is taken
in the form of a packed lunch which is enjoyed while out on the
flats. You will arrive back at the lodge by 17h30 but are free to
continue fishing unguided until sunset.

DAY 8

Breakfast is at 07h30, you can then pack, settle your tab and
gratuities, and prepare for the three hour flight back to Mahé.
The flight will land back at the IDC Hangar.

SEYCHELLES SPECIES
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BONEFISH Albula vulpes

Astove has a healthy population of bonefish that frequent the flats that are in the 6
- 10 lbs range. Bonefish are consistent on a neap and spring tide and are a fantastic
species to target in a group or by singling out tailing fish. The lagoon is home
to more juvenile fish whilst the reef edge under the ‘cliffs’ are home to the larger
bonefish.

el

MOUSTACHE TRIGGERFISH Balistoides viridescens

A colourful and energetic feeder that tails when feeding in the shallows, both up on
the flats and on the reef edges. Known as a giant, titan or moustache triggerfish, it
is the largest of the three species that can be caught at Astove. The Alphonse Guides
were the first to develop the flies and techniques to deceive these fish, as well as to
introduce triggerfish as a much sought-after trophy for flats fisherman.

Also known as pompano, as its member of the Carangid family and a relative of
the Atlantic permit. Astove has a healthy population of permit, which is spread
throughout the entire fishery but most densely found at the upper section of Astove
lagoon. With the numbers of permit caught ever increasing from season to season,
if you are after achieving a “Grand Slam” this should certainly be your destination
of choice. The Alphonse guides have near-perfected the art of catching these fish,

considered the Holy Grail of saltwater flyfishing!

Pseudobalistes flavimarginatus

Triggerfish are opportunists, feeding mainly on small crustaceans, which makes
them perfect targets on a fly. Astove offers great opportunities when it comes to
targeting yellowmargin triggerfish. These colourful characters, that grow in excess of
15 Ibs, have extended anal and dorsal fins that work in conjunction with each other
but in different directions, giving them incredible acceleration.

MILKFISH hanos chanos

A finicky algae feeder and a ferocious aerobatic fighter reaching lengths in excess of
180 cm and weights over 50 Ibs. The Alphonse guides were the first to develop the
flies and techniques to catch this sought-after trophy. The first milkfish ever caught
on fly was at Alphonse and the Seychelles is still the best destination in the world
for this species, with more caught on our atolls than all the world’s destinations put
together. The milkfish at Astove are somewhat smaller than that of Alphonse, but
appear in larger numbers.

GIANT TREVALLY Caranx ignobilis

A super predator that is found at all our destinations in good numbers with
specimens as large as 120 Ibs. Astove has less GT’s than that of Cosmoledo, yet
giant trevally numbers are consistent and average catch stats of approximately 20
per week. The GT's at Astove are generally larger than those of Cosmoledo.

SEYCHELLES SPECIES

BLUE WATER FLY FISHING & GAME FISHING

BLUEFIN TREVALLY Caranx melampygus

Bluefin trevally are distributed throughout the tropical waters of the world with
populations varying according to fishing pressure. Areas like Astove, that have
shallow lagoons, support healthy populations of juveniles, which contribute
immensely to the overall population. The typical size of fish would be from 18 cm to
80 cm, with an 80 cm specimen being a trophy.

INDO-PACIFIC SAILFISH Istiophorus platypterus

The sailfish is the fastest fish in the sea and named after its large dorsal fin, which
extends most of the length of its body. These acrobatic fighters are found in the
deeper water that surrounds Astove in good numbers.

BARRACUDA Sphyraena barracuda

These fearsome looking creatures are extremely fast and jump when hooked. Larger
barracuda, which grow to over 240 cm, are more or less solitary in their habits and
hunt alone when on the flats. Although all of our destinations have great numbers
of barracuda, the largest specimens are caught at Alphonse due to the incredible
population of bonefish that they feed on.

WAHOO Acanthocybium solandri

The Seychelles waters are known for their incredible numbers of wahoo due to the
rich currents that flow close to the atolls. Reaching speeds of up to 80 kilometres
per hour, the wahoo is the third fastest fish in the sea. The wahoo that frequent the
Astove waters range between 10 to 50lbs. At certain times of the year they migrate
to follow shoals of baitfish, so some times of the year can be better than others.

DOGTOOTH TUNA Gymnosarda unicolor

Dogtooth tuna are a resident-pelagic fish that are found along the drop-offs and
‘wall” in good numbers at Astove. They patrol continental shelf drop-offs and
frequent depths between 50 and 150 ft, which are found relatively close to shore
around the atoll. These fish can be targeted by dredging with a heavy sink tip fly line
and a Mega Clouser.

YELLOWFIN TUNA Thunnus albacares

Astove is surrounded, at close proximity, by sheer drop-offs and ledges. Yellowfin
tuna tend to follow the bait as they migrate through the Seychelles waters therefore
Cosmoledo usually has good numbers of yellowfin tuna year round.

GENERAL
INFORMATION

WEATHER

Seychelles is typically hot and somewhat humid
with midday temperatures hovering at +35° Celsius
(90°Fahrenheit). Evenings are also invariably
warm with the exception of the first and last few
weeks of the season, when there may be a strong,
cooling breeze.

THE FISHING SEASON AT ASTOVE

The first part of the season traditionally runs from
early November to late April, with a break over
the festive season. Due to Astove being a further
2° south of Alphonse Island, the south-easterly
monsoon winds blow from May to October. We
stick to the fore mentioned dates to ensure you
have an unforgettable fishing experience.

HOURS OF DAYLIGHT

Due to its proximity to the equator, there is no
real twilight in the Seychelles. The sun rises quickly
at around 06h15, and sets with equal swiftness
at about 18h30. This varies by only minutes
throughout the year, giving nearly a full 12 hours
of daylight for 365 days a year.
CONSERVATION DONATION

There is a conservation donation of US$210 per
week [US$30 per day]. This will be included on your
confirmation invoice and is settled prior to arrival.
All packages exclude this conservation donation
which is given to the Island Conservation Society
for the preservation of nature in the Seychelles.

FROM SCENE OF ACCIDENT
MEDIVAC INSURANCE

You are required to obtain “From Scene of Accident
Medivac Insurance”. Please supply these details
prior to arrival on the Island. Alphonse Island Lodge

Limited and agents cannot assume any financial
responsibility for consequences incurred if this has
not been obtained.

TRAVEL INSURANCE

You are required to obtain travel insurance that will
cover any costs incurred due to flight or trip delays
for any reason.

INDEMNITY FORM

You are required to sign an indemnity form once
on Astove.

ENTRY INTO SEYCHELLES

Every visitor who intends to travel to the Seychelles
must have an approved, valid Travel Authorization
or Disembarkation Information Form. Applications
can only be made up to five days prior to your
arrival date in Seychelles. There are different
requirements for travel to the Seychelles for
citizens, permit holders and visitors. Please pay
attention to the required documents that apply
to you or your group. A yellow fever vaccination
is needed if you are traveling to Seychelles from a
yellow fever endemic region. If you are transiting
through an airport of a yellow fever endemic region
for less than 12 hours you do not need yellow fever
vaccination. You will need this certificate to apply
for your Travel Authorisation. For more information
and to apply, refer to the Seychelles Immigration
website: seychelles.govtas.com.

FLIGHT TIMES

NB: Please check flight times as they vary. The
flights leave Mahé from the IDC hangar and arrive
on Astove three hours later. It then departs Astove
45 minutes after arriving and will land back at the
IDC Hangar three hours after departing Astove.

LUGGAGE RESTRICTIONS

Your check in luggage is strictly limited to 15
kg (33 pounds) per person, and 5 kg (12 pounds)
carry-on luggage. This is a strict policy that allows
us to deliver fresh food produce to the lodge. If it is
not possible to load extra luggage, it will have to be
repacked and left in Mahé until your return.

PLEASE ADHERE TO THE LIMITS. It is suggested that
lighter soft-shell luggage is used. Pack a separate
bag with excess equipment to avoid having to
repack at the airport. Excess luggage can be left
with an Alphonse representative at the hangar.

FISHING CLOTHING

Lightweight long sleeve shirts and long pants that
can be zipped off are recommended. Sunscreen
with a minimum protection factor of at least 30
is required for any exposed skin areas. A buff is
of great importance for sun protection of your
face. Sun gloves will help protect your hands. See
packing check list on your Pre-Trip document.

ACCOMMODATION

You will be accommodated in one of six single
en-suite air-conditioned rooms that surround the
central courtyard area. The lodge has a lounge
and an indoor dining area. The bathrooms have a
shower, toilet, basin and the same amenities you
would find at Alphonse.

The lodge is managed by an Alphonse Fishing Co.
Manageress, staffed by Alphonse Fishing Co. staff,
and is operated in a way to maximize your fishing
time. The menu comprises of an English breakfast, a
packed lunch of your choice and a Creole-style
buffet dinner served in the inside dining area.

ELECTRICITY SUPPLY

The Island has 24-hour electrical current (240 volt,
50 cycles AC) with British plug points. A European
electrical current adapter (three-point, square-pin)
is necessary.

COMMUNICATION

The phone service is operated via satellite and
there is no Wi-Fi.

COMMUNICATION  COST:  Incoming/outgoing
emails US$41 per MB, Outgoing voice call US$4
per minute, incoming voice call US$3 per minute.
You are able to buy an international telephone card
whilst on the island for your use.

We advise that you leave the contact details of
Alphonse Island with your family and friends.
The Astove satellite phone is only switched on at
certain times for logistical updates so a message
can be passed onto you at this time.

WATER CONSUMPTION

We have a desalination plant on Astove, and
water from the faucets is safe to drink. We do not

stock mineral water and will only supply it if you
specifically requested prior to your arrival.

BEVERAGES

Should you have any special beverage requirements
please let us know so we can ensure it is on
location for your arrival. There will be Seybrew beer
and a selection of spirits and wine on location. It's
important to Astove is a “dry island” so we request
that you do not give any alcohol to the local staff.

MOSQUITOS

Astove has not been civilized for many years so
there are mosquito’s which need to be repelled.
These mosquitos do not carry diseases. There are
very few mosquito’s out on the flats. Mosquitos
are only encountered when in the camp so it's
suggested that long lightweight pants and long
sleeve shirts are worn in the evening when dining.
If you have an allergy to Mosquito bites please
let us know as we will only carry Antihistamine
cream and pills. All the air-conditioned rooms have
mosquito netting so the windows can be opened at
night. We have Peaceful Sleep mosquito repellent
(non-DEET) on location.

GRATUITY GUIDELINE

If you wish to show appreciation to the general
staff, we suggest +US$350 per guest per week or
US$50 per day guideline. For the Fly Fishing Guides
+US$650 per angler per week or US$110 per day
guideline. All tips are to be left with the Astove
Manageress upon departure for equal distribution.
Tips can be paid by card with the addition of a 5%
fee, cash is preferable.




CURRENCY

You do not need to change your US$ (US Dollars),
€ (Euros) or £ (Pounds) into the local currency SRC
(Seychelles Rupees). The lodge accepts Rupees,
Dollars, Euros and Pounds. Please bring sufficient
cash to settle tackle bills, tips and other costs
incurred. There are credit card facilities on location,
however we suggest you carry cash fortackle and

beverage purchases as well as gratuities.
DUTY FREE ALLOWANCE

200 cigarettes or 50 cigars, one litre spirits and two

litres wine.

WADING

The hard white sand, turtlegrass or coral
flats of the Seychelles make for easy wading.
However, Astove also offers harsh terrain
and rock formations which can be tough to
navigate, a medium to high-level of fitness
and good protective footwear is essential.
Standard diver's neoprene booties with a
reinforced rubber sole are not appropriate. A
more protective flats wading boots must be
worn. There are a number of purpose made
boots on the market, which are excellent. See
suggested brands in tackle and gear check list
at the end of this document.

DANGERS TO WATCH OUT FOR
WHILST WADING

Stingrays: Some atolls host large numbers
of stingrays on the flats. Most species have a
venomous, barbed spine near the base of their
tails that they can use for defence.These spines
can inflict a nasty wound, should an unwary
wader inadvertently stand on a stingray. These
often sedentary or slow moving fish are easy
to see and avoid, and to date no anglers have
had any problems with these docile creatures.

Stonefish: Found mainly in the shallows
on the coral edges of reef flats, stone-fish
are not only lethally toxic but are also very
well camouflaged and will not move unless
touched. A stonefish has 13 strong hollow
spines through which it injects its venom and
these will pass through a thin rubber sole with
ease. For this reason all wading should be done
wearing thick-soled wading boots.

Cone Shells: Fish-eating cones live in crevices
among the coral or half covered by sand
awaiting their prey which they attack by
shooting out a dart that injects a paralysing
venom. The venom from certain species can
be fatal, how-ever proper footwear will ensure
your safety.

Sharks: Frequently encountered whilst wading
in Seychelles, sharks are in-quisitive and may
pause for an instant and give you the once
over, but if you remain calm and quietly stand
your ground, these magnificent creatures will
not bother you.
